Sunlight 1s filtering through a
spacious lobby leading to
interactive exhibits that take
visitors on a journey of discov-
ery and insight into the past.

Groups of children are gathered
around stations where they are
learning what it feels like to

be an archaeologist, researcher
or GIS expert for a day. In the
curatorial vaults, interns are
digitizing artifacts that will

aid research for archaeologists
and anthropologists across the
globe.

An archaeologist has just
stopped by the library to peruse
grey literature that was pre-
selected on-line to complete a
local archaeological site report.
In the lab, a graduate student
under the guidance of staff is
completing a cross-regional
analysis of lithic tool sets to
determine trading patterns and
life ways aided by geospatial
and informational databases.

Outdoors, hummingbirds,
hawks, and butterflies fly over
sunlit outdoor classrooms.
Native landscaping, water
features and interpretive
exhibits of historic San Pasqual
Valley are being enjoyed by a
visiting Audubon group.

Steady progress is being made
in the library with three volun-
teers and three interns working
to organize reference materials
and update the digital catalog.
Heather Thomas completed a
Center internship this fall and is
continuing her organization of
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preserving pieces of the past. . .

Later in the day, volunteers
and staff take their break in
the kitchen galley afier a day
spent leading groups and
day campers through the
simulated archaeological
sites behind the Center.

In the Culture Classroom, a
teacher rolls up the electric
projector screen, shuts off
artifact light boxes and puts
away materials and chairs
into the wall units afler a
full day of classes.

The conference room is
emptying now as teachers
and park docents take a last
minute look in the gift shop
after their training session,
then exit through the stained
glass front doors that reflect
the warm late-afternoon sun.

Files are being put away for
the day in the new adminis-
trative offices, and the
Director waves goodbye Lo
volunteers from a local
garden group who have just
completed groundskeeping
and an heirloom garden
vignette.

Board members begin
arriving for their evening
committee meeting and stop
to admire the newly installed
