Dr. Greg Erickson of Poway will conduct 
three Rock Art Classes in 2010. Dr. Erickson 
has dedicated thousands of hours research-
ing, studying, and traveling to various pre-
contact sites around the world to understand 
some of the wonders of early rock art. He is 
an accomplished speaker, rock art specialist, 
and has published papers on rock art.  He is a 
member of the American Rock Art Research 
Association, a founding member of the San 
Diego Rock Art Association, former San 
Diego Archaeological Center Board Trustee 
and a docent at the Kumeyaay-Ipai Interpre-
tive Center (KIIC).

You will learn to appre-
ciate some of the wonders of our local rock 
art.   
 
The third class will be a tour of local rock 
art sites to reinforce key points from the 
first two lectures. The third class will be 
scheduled in the Fall 2010. Dr. Erickson 
will lead a tour of some of the fantastic 
local rock art sites.

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President’s Report

Every year, each month, and every day 
brings a mix of challenges, disappoint-
ments, jubilation, and rewards—some 
large and some small.  That is the    
very nature of life and living, be it for 
individuals or for institutions like the 
San Diego Archaeological Center.   
Because we tend to measure a year by  
a method that makes December the last 
cycle of our calendar, this month serves 
as a yardstick. We simultaneously look 
back and assess the waning year and 
peer forward trying to gain even a    
fleeting glimpse of the future. 
 

Let me share with you the spirit of 2009 
at the San Diego Archaeological Center 
and foreshadow what will soon be 
2010.  The Center had a year of                    
fantastic achievements.. We welcomed 
Johnny Bear Contreras a gifted Ipai/
Kumeyaay artist to our Board of Trus-
tees, continued building our relation-
ships with the San Pasqual and Rincon 
bands, and our NAGPRA repatriation 
efforts continued to return items of sen-
sitivity and patrimony to local tribes.  
Literally thousands of visitors walked 
through our doors and into the past.  
Our guests were predominantly locals 
(65%) but folks from Australia, Japan, 
Mexico, France and other distant coun-
tries were also represented.   
 

Our library grew to more than 5,000 
volumes, we accessioned 70 new and 
important collections, trained several 
new interns including in the GIS field, 
and worked closely with more than 150 
volunteers.  Our Education Department 
excelled at educating young minds and 
bringing the past to our future genera-
tions. Because of our Development 
Department we were successful in    
obtaining several large and exciting 
grants that will help sustain the Center 
while serving the community at large.  
The Center’s Video Series and new 
Speaker’s Bureau were great successes.  
By all measures the 3rd Annual Excel-
lence in Archaeology Celebration (EIA) 
exceeded expectations of both Center 
staff and the attendees. The funds raised 
at the EIA surpassed previous years in 
spite of a sour economy.   
 

 

Did some dark 
clouds and 
tribulations  
appear this 
year?  Absolutely, because that is how life 
is. The slumping economy led to a reduc-
tion in curation fees paid to the Center and 
less funding from corporate/granting do-
nors. The recent departure of our incredi-
ble Development Director, Marie Ander-
sen, for personal reasons leaves a hole in 
our hearts and in the Center operations 
that will be difficult to fill.  As we struggle 
to find new funding, to cultivate rewarding 
relationships, and   to live up to our mis-
sion statement know that our set backs in 
2009 were not self-induced and are not 
permanent. 
 

What does the future hold?  I envision an 
increase in our membership as we reach 
out to a wider audience and as more and 
more people realize the value and vitality 
of the Center. We will have enhanced  
educational programs where young and 
not so young share in San Diego’s rich 
and varied cultural heritage. Our relation-
ships with local tribes will grow and    
mature as we find even more common 
ground in preserving and interpreting the 
past.  There will be a steady rebound from 
the depths of the 2009 recession and 
strong leadership from our Director,           
Cindy Stankowski, and from the Center’s 
Board of Trustees that is comprised of an 
amazing group of talented and dedicated 
individuals.  With the recruitment of new 
Board members the Center will become 
even stronger and more viable. 
 

Where do you fit into the future of the 
Center?  The short answer is anywhere 
and everywhere. Be a volunteer, attend the 
summer BBQ or the EIA, bring your out 
of town guests to the Center, attend one or 
more of the several upcoming lectures and 
events, or visit the much improved web 
site to stay abreast of our activities.

All of 
us play a role in the success of the Center 
and as the Board President I am proud to 
play a role in the continued growth of 
what is rapidly becoming a cherished  
institution in the community.

The Center accessioned one pre-contact 
(prior to AD 1769) and two historic               
(post AD 1769) collections between July 
2009 and October 2009.  The pre-contact 
collection, SDAC 496, represents a lithic 
material procurement site near the Otay 
Mesa Region dating to the Archaic period 
(7500-3000 years ago).  Archaeologists 
linked the site to a lithic production                  
station on a nearby ridge. The associated 
collection is curated by the Center as 
SDAC 130.   
 
Recovered during the construction of Petco 
Park, this collection is evidence of the resi-
dential and commercial occupation of 
Block 138 in downtown San Diego be-
tween AD 1848 and 1950.  The collection 
was previously loaned to the Center in 
2006 for a feature exhibit created by Cen-
ter Director Cindy Stankowski titled A 
Letter from the Ocean Hotel; A Victorian 
Lady Traveler’s Adventures in San Diego, 
1888. The virtual exhibit can be viewed on 

the Center’s webpage at http://

VirtualMuseum.htm 
 
SDAC 499 consists of material from a 
privy pit located in the Barrio Logan 
neighborhood of San Diego.  The collec-
tion provides a snapshot of a single fam-
ily home-turned-boarding house.  The 
cultural material has been associated 
with a railway worker and his family 
who occupied the residence from 1910 
to 1919.  In addition, historical research 
indicates that Mexican immigrants, who 
also worked for the railway, lived at the 
property along with their families.

A Letter from Grad School 
by Rebecca Nathan 

I left San Diego in mid-May for a                        
summer in the mountains of western 
Wyoming and Montana.  I lived in the 
field from May 17th to August 14th:  
three months without a roof, a mattress, 
or plumbing.  While there, I worked 
with a field crew studying Crow tipi 
rings (circular stone features) in the           
Bighorn Canyon National Recreation 
Area and mountain Shoshone sheep 
traps  (at 10,000 ft elevation) in the 
Washakie Wilderness. I became familiar 
with all manner of field techniques for 
data collection, from using survey-grade 
GPS units (with sub-centimeter accu-
racy) to plotting surface artifacts by 
hand, using a tape measure and a     
compass.  I led a team of four students 
through their first field season (and my 
own), utilizing instructional skills I 
learned while training volunteers and 
interns at the San Diego Archaeological 
Center.  We did everything as a team, 
from block excavations to cooking over 
a wood fire to close encounters with 
local wildlife (brown bears and rattle-
snakes!). 

I am currently in my first semester 
as a PhD student at Indiana Univer-
sity. I’m learning about Lakota   
culture and also their language, and 
methods for studying zooarchaeol-
ogy.  When I’m not in class, I work 
in two labs on campus.  In both labs 
I’m working to develop GIS geo-
graphic databases, something I first 
learned to do as a Collections Techni-
cian at the Center.  At the Dick Adams 
Zooarchaeology Lab, I am synthesizing 
and standardizing data from four years 
worth of field work conducted by my 
research advisor, Dr. Laura Scheiber, in 
Wyoming and Montana.  At the Glenn 
Black Archaeology Lab, I am creating a 
three-dimensional model of the Angel 
Mounds Archaeological Site in south-
ern Indiana, one of the largest mound 
sites in the Midwest. 
 

Grad school can be fascinating and it 
can be stressful.  It feels like there’s 
never a problem I face as a grad student 
that I can’t resolve in terms of some 
piece of practical experience I gained 

while volunteering and working at the 
Center.  I often think of all the colleagues 
and friends I met there, and am eagerly 
looking forward to volunteering again dur-
ing my Winter Break in San Diego. 
 

Editor’s note:  Rebecca Nathan was a Pub-
lic Programming Intern and Collections 
Technician at the Center from April 2007 
until May 2009.  She is a graduate of Car-
negie Mellon University and earned a Cer-
tificate in Geographical Information Sys-
tems from Palomar College while working 
at the Center.

Alex Bevil presents his personal reflec-
tions on the hands-on restoration of an 
ancient Hawaiian Fishpond. Legend has 
it that Maui's ancient Ko‘ie‘ie Fishpond 
walls were built by the Menehune in just 
one day! Used to trap fish for local      
villages, the 500-year-old fishpond is 
listed on both the State of Hawai'i and 
National Registers of Historic Places. 
However, time, tides, and storms have 

tossed most of its stone back into the 
fish pond's artificial lagoon.  
Mr. Bevil’s presentation will cover   
ancient fishpond history, construction, 
and preservation (mālama) following 
the Hawaiian concepts of kuleana

pond, literally one rock at a time, give 
kamahina (locals) and malihini (first-
time visitors) the opportunity to meet 
and make new friends, learn traditional 
building techniques, have fun, all the 
while giving back to the islands that he 
loves. Restoring the Kö‘ie‘ie Fishpond 
reinforced his love for Hawai'i, its peo-
