Directions to KIIC
The KIIC is in the middle of Poway's downtown, lo-
cated just a few feet south off Poway Road at Ipai
Waaypuk Trail, on a cul-de-sac. (Ipai Waaypuk
used to be Silver Lake Rd. and is still listed as that
on MapQuest.)
