Joelle Morgan graduated with a BA in Anthropology from UC Berkeley with highest honors in May 2008. She is a Phi Beta Kappa member, and is currently attending the University of Oklahoma, Norman and will graduate with a MA in anthropology in May 2010. In addition to the archaeological collections research project conducted at the Center under the direction of Dr. Burton, Ms. Morgan has presented a paper, titled Agricultural Specialization in the Prehistoric Region at the Society of Ethnobiology Annual Conference, April 2009, Tulane University, New Orleans. 

Ms. Morgan’s presentation will highlight her recent studies on crops in the prehistoric Casas Grandes region. Located in Chihuahua, Mexico, it was the center of a large and complex community during A.D. 1200-1450. Agriculture was the cornerstone of its economy and there is evidence of elite control of feasting with large agave ovens located at the site. A comparison was conducted of the macrobotanical remains from a floodplain site and an upland occupation, both located within Casas Grandes sphere of influence and considered to be producers for the center.
